Nigeria’s    Register   of
Voters, put together before the 2011 General Elections and subsequently purged of multiple registrants, has requisite integrity and compares favourably with any of its kind in the African continent.
The INEC Chairman, Professor Attahiru Jega, affirmed this yesterday when he addressed the fourth quarterly meeting of the Commission with political parties. Said Professor Jega: “It is certainly not as bad as some are strenuously trying to make it appear. Nonetheless, we have to keep on improving upon it and we have planned to keep doing so through the continous voter registration processes.”

Professor Jega explained that the Continous Voter Registration        (CVR)

programme provided an opportunity for registering all those who had become 18 years old since the last registration and all those with missing essential biometric details on the electronic register to be recaptured.

He said that the Commission offered these opportunities to people in Anambra state in August this year. Professor Jega regretted that many citizens of Anambra state did not utilize these opportunities.

Professor Jega said that as the nation moved towards the 2015 General Elections, all stakeholders had a joint obligation to ensure that the “CVR is utilized maximally to update and improve upon our Register of Voters.”
