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INEC MAY FIX DATE FOR ANAM-BRA SUPPLE-MENTARY ELEC-TION TODAY
F
ollowing  the inconclusive nature of the governorship elec-tion held in Anam-bra state last Saturday (November 16th), the Inde-pendent National Electoral Com-mission (INEC) may fix a date for a supplementary elec-tion in that state today. The Commis-sion is scheduled to hold a crucial meet-ing on the election today.
The supplementary election is to hold at Polling Units (PUs) where    the    election was  cancelled  due to

irregularities.
Two hundred and ten (210) PUs are affected. And they cut across sixteen local governments in the state. The local gover-nment areas affected are:                 

(1.)Ayamelum,3 PUs; (2.) Anambra East, 1 PU; (3.) Anambra West, 6 PUs;          (4.) Anaocha, 1 PU; (5.) Awka N, 2 PUs; (6.) Aguata, 1 PU; (7.) Awka South, 1 PU; (8.) Ekwusigo, 3 PUs; (9.) Idemili North, 160 PUs;    (10) Idemili South, 1 PU; (11.) Ihiala, 3 PUs; (12.) Nnewi South, 2 PUs;       (13.) Onitsha North, 1 PU; (14.) Onitsha South,     17        PUs; 
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(15.) Orumba North, 4 PUs; and (16.) Oyi, 4 PUs.
Also, 113,113 regis-tered voters are to take part in the sup-plementary election.

The Returning Officer for the Anambra governorship election, Professor James Epoke had explained that the election was inconclusive because the total number of registered voters in the affected areas exceeded the gap between the candidate with the largest votes cast and his runner-up, hence the need to do a supplementary election which will produce a clear winner.
